I have patterns for three different sizes of calibr
for all the Instruments I make; that is, three sizes fq
Eb Cornct; three sizes for Bb Cornet, &c. The larg
' and medium sizes are intended expressly for Bra:

Bands, the small size for Orchestra.

A Cornet of small calibre, it is well known, w°
vot give a tone of sufficient volume to be heard at at

great distance in a Brass Band, and to remedy thi
the performer wili often foree his Instrument until }
spoils the tone and producesa barsh disagreenble nois
A Cornet with large calibre gives a large rich volun
of tone, which is heard at a great distance, witho'
any unususl effort on the part of the performer to
beard. It is musical in the distance, and not di
agreeable in the immediate viciaity.

But a Cornet of large calibre is nof effective
Qrchestra; as the quality and volume of tone is suc
that it will not blead with String Instruments, b
overpowers them and stands out alone.

In the classification of my Instruments, I assur
' {bat the Eb Cornmet is Soprano, consequently t
Iustrument an octave below it must be Tenor, (Et
20d the one intermediate in pitch must be Alfo, (Bt
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e
The Bb Tenor, and Bb Baritone, are the same
pitch ; but the Baritone being larger calibre, i3 used
in the middle and lower part of the scale; the Bb
Tenor almost entirely in the upper part of the scale.

I make this statement relative to classification, to
enable my customers to order understandingly, as all
Foreign Instruments are classed entirely different.

Another thing worthy of notice by Brass Bands,
and which has not vet received proper attention, 18
that the Instruments comprising the Band should be
proportionate one with another, and not have one Instru-
{ment of a certain pitch with large calibre, and another
of the same pitch with small calibre; this applies to
Bands numbering not more than cighteen wind Instru-
ments, but in a Band of thirty or more such zn
arrangement is very effective; as it gives the full
barmony by either the large or small calibre Instru-
meuts, and both combined gives an immense volume
of tore.

This matter I have given special attention to, and
when 1 furnish a complete set of Instruments to a
Baund, each one is of the right size to blend barmo-
niously with sl the others.

1t is necessary that the mouth pieces made for the
Instruments should be used without slteration, as the
mouth piece is a very important part of the iustru-
meat.

‘By the following cuts it will be scen that the Instru-

meunts are nearly all mprcsentcd with the bell to g'o

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over the shoulder ; this styleis now adopted by near!
all the best Bands in this country. They are bett
as regards tone, tune, and ease of blowing, and
large Instrum nt3 are easier to carry.
